You should be very familiar with characters, setting, major conflicts, plot, resolution, major ideas, symbols, and how the story alludes to the Garden of Eden.

Hiroshima will take you into the lives of a small group of Japanese who survived the atom bomb in 1945.  Please take notes on the parallel journeys of the characters along with your impressions/feelings/insights.
