SENIORS should be concentrating on applying to college by the time we reach Christmas 

break.  You should have had at least 2 by Thanksgiving and 2 more applications submitted 

by Christmas. Even just applying to one college will ease some of your stress.  Scholarship 

deadlines begin in December and usually end between January and February, so please 

be aware of those deadlines at the universities to which you are applying.   

College scholarship opportunity!!!  The Baumberger Endowment Scholarship Fund is 

once again taking applications for awarding scholarship money for college.  Some of the 

requirements are graduating senior, have lived in Texas for at least 10 years, Composite 

ACT score of 22 or higher OR SAT score minimum of 1000 on just the Critical Reading and 

Math scores and plan to attend a college or university in the state of Texas.  The deadline 

for applications is February 15, 2012.  See Mr. Eggold for an application.  Be sure to 

watch for more scholarship opportunities in the Daily Announcements. 

Seniors looking for a unique College program should investigate Cap-

pex.  Www.cappex.com is a website to 

see which colleges offer specialized pro-

grams and exciting internships.  Some of 

the specialized curriculum areas are 

Women in Science, Creative Writing, Video Game Design, Sustainability/Environmental 

Science, Forensics.  Some of the colleges are Notre Dame, Kettering University, Univer-

sity of North Texas, St. Mary's University and many more. 

JUNIORS, PSAT test scores will arrive sometime in December, at which time we‘ll prepare 

them to send to your homes.  Depending on when they arrive at our school, we may wait 

to send them out at the beginning of January.  January is also when we will begin meeting 

with the Juniors about their senior course selections and college plans. 

Juniors, you may also be wondering when you should begin taking the SAT and ACT tests.  

If you are currently enrolled in Pre-Calc, you may consider taking these tests beginning 

in March.  If you are not in Pre-Calc, then you should wait until the June tests.  Test dates 

and registration deadlines can be found on Edline. 

SOPHOMORES AND FRESHMEN, the EXPLORE test scores will be sent out between Decem-

ber and January.  Beginning second semester, during your class meetings, we will begin 

discussing the course selection process and what you need to consider as you are making 

these selections. 

ACT & SAT PREP - LHS will be offering an ACT/SAT Combo practice test for Juniors and 

Seniors on Thursday January 5th from 6pm to 10pm.  Kaplan Test Prep & Admissions will 

be working with the students on this and help them prepare for the ACT and SAT tests.  

More information to follow.
