We are called to be witnesses for 

Christ.  This summer, New Orleans was the 

host city for the Lutheran Church Missouri 

Synod National Youth Gathering (NYG).  

24,000 of Godôs witnesses joined together to 

praise Him for 5 straight days in an event that 

took two and a half years to plan.  Coach O 

and former Lutheran High teacher Mrs. John-

son (Miss Waterman) each had a part in the 

preparation.  But what makes a 5 day event 

important enough to plan for over two years?  

ñThe Gathering is the product of years of 

planning, huge amounts of money and time, 

thousands of volunteers, and great faith in 

Christ.  Seeing that all come together showed 

me in a very real way just how much the 

LCMS values its young people.  The church 

knows how vital it is to train up young wit-

nesses and to encourage them in their faith,ò 

said Mrs. Ingram (Ms. Holz). 

The purpose of NYG is 

to be able to celebrate 

that WE (24,000+ Lu-

therans) BELIEVE that 

Jesus Christ is our Sav-

ior, and through Him we 

have eternal life.  The 

days at the Gathering 

were divided into differ-

ent sessions under the categories: Look, Lis-

ten, Live.  LOOKing around at the numerous 

possibilities we have to witness and to show 

Godôs love is the first step.  The second step 

is to Listen: LISTEN to where God is calling 

you.  The final step is to Live: LIVING for 

Christ by witnessing to everyone around us 

through our actions and our words.  The Na-

tional Youth Gathering helped young believ-

ers grow stronger in faith and learn how to go 

about sharing it with others, as Coach O 

stated, ñItôs (NYG) one of those mountain top 

experiences you canôt describe.  You have to 

experience it yourself.  I hope the current 

freshman and sophomores, take the opportu-

nity to go and do that specifically because 

weôre supposed to witness to others, but we 

also need to be recharged.  This is one of 

those times we can be recharged and refilled 

to go out and be the best witnesses we can 

be.ò 

Many Lutheran High students could 

be spotted at the National Youth Gathering, 

but compared to the size of the Gathering, 

they only made up a small fraction of the 

population.  At NYG, ñYou get the chance to 

meet people and realize how many Lutherans 

there are in the country, 

or the world!ò said 

Coach O.  Nearly every 

state was represented, 

accompanied by groups 

from Chile, Argentina, 

South Korea, Australia, 

Hungary, Germany, and 

France.  Former LHS student Caitlin Lawson, 

and her brother Zach, even made the trip from 

Guam to participate in the spiritual growth 

and outward service to the community in 

New Orleans.  In fact, 12,000 National Youth 

Gathering participants volunteered at 100 

different servant events, helping local 

churches, schools, parks, cemeteries, and 

summer camp programs. 

At NYG, each person takes away 

something special and important to his/her 

faith.  Mrs. Ingram shared with us, ñThe cul-

minating worship service on the last night of 

the Gathering was a beautiful experience for 

me. They reenacted the Passion of Christ, and 

then later staged His second coming. The 

crowd was on its feet, the banners were wav-

ing wildly, the symphony was playing a glori-

ous hymn, and the triumphant voices in the 

air were almost tangible. For a brief moment, 

I allowed myself to let go of reality and be-

lieve that Christ had returned and I was about 

to be taken to heaven with 25,000 of my 

brothers and sisters in Christ. It was surreal. 

The moment passed and my awareness of 

reality returned, but I was left with a 

thrilling excitement. I was aware of the 

fact that, as a Christian, I am part of 

something BIG - much bigger than I can 

see with my eyes. I'm a part of a legacy 

of faith: 6,000+ years of faithful people 

of God and a whole host of angels glorify 

His name ALL THE TIME, and each 

time I lift my voice in praise, I am a part 

of that. It's pretty mind-blowing.ò 

The next National Youth Gath-

ering will be held in 2013, the host city be-

ing.... SAN ANTONIO!!  This presents a 

wonderful opportunity for all of the youth at 

LHS to enjoy such a faith-filled event, and
